Rules 
 

1. The competition is open to all members and non members of the DPS. 
 

2. The theme/title of the competition is Accessible Britain. Use your imagination and skills to 
convey this title to the best advantage. 

 
3. You can submit up to four images 

 
4. Printed photographic images must be submitted protected and unmounted and the title of each 

image marked clearly on the reverse top right hand corner of each image. 
 

5. Photographic print entries must be a minimum of A4 and not exceed A3 and may be in colour or 
monochrome. 

 
6. Digital enhancement of images will be accepted when in the judges’ opinion is has helped to 

validate the essence of the image. 
 

7. Digital images are to be entered in a jpeg format with a maximum size of 1400 pixels 
horizontal or 1050 pixels vertical. Please ensure that all CD’s / DVD’s contain a text file 
consisting of your name and DPS membership number  if you are a a member). 

 
8. All image files must  be labelled with the entrant’s name followed by the title of the image 

e.g. joeblogs_yorkminster  
 

9. Images must have been taken during the period of his/her disability.  
 
10. No work from previous DPS exhibitions/competitions may be entered. 

 
11. A properly completed entry form must accompany all entries. 



 
12. All entries must meet with the rules and arrive by the closing date of 30 September 

2011 
 

13. The judge’s decision is final and no correspondence will be entered into. 
 

14. All winners and notification of prizes awarded will be notified via post or email by 30 
October 2011 and details of the 2012 exhibition will be confirmed. 

 
15. Winning images will be printed, mounted and framed and will be on display at the 

Disabled Photographers Society’s exhibition at Wingfield Barns in Suffolk In April 2012. 
 

16. All CDs & DVDs will be destroyed following judging of the competition.
